Seasonal Tips and Reminders
Colony Maintenance and Varroa control
Back Care - Lifting & Carrying
Honey Extraction know-how
Storing Supers 

Colony Size + Varroa.

Bee colonies normally anticipate the natural ßower availability 
cycles by making a signiÞcant reduction in the size of their 
brood nest in advance of this time.  At peak honey ßow there 
is then a large number of foragers, with not much brood to 
look after.  This is ideal for highly 
effective honey storing, but in such 
conditions the Varroa mites now 
present in our colonies will have a 
magniÞed effect on the developing 
bees - a given number of mites is a 
higher proportion of a smaller brood 
nest.  So we need to get the Varroicide 
treatment into the brood chambers to 
anticipate the potential damage.   
Action.   Check the daily mite drop rate: 
then put the Varroa treatment into your 
bee colonies as soon as practicable in 
August, once the honey supers have 
been removed. 

Colony maintenance.

But what about other colony 
maintenance during July?  From the 
mid-month you should be able to cease 
those regular 7 - 10 day swarm control  
inspections for queen cells.  But do keep  
an eye on the colonies, particularly with 
regard to hive space for both the bees, 
and nectar storage.  This year I"ve found 
again that the bees have tended to store 
honey in the central combs of a super, 
and underuse the outer ones.  In such a 
case you can move the outer frames 
inwards, and the inner ones to the outside; and hope to get 
the frames better utilised.  My own time for removal and 
extracting honey would nowadays be the Þrst week of August: 
but this is for colonies at the Flackwell Heath ridge. 

If your bees are in the Marlow area, you might expect to work 
on a two week earlier timing.  A good visual indicator would be 

when the !Old Man"s 
Beard" (wild Clematis) starts 
to ßower.

Nowadays I wait about a 
week after the end of the main 
summer nectar ßow, then 
check to see if the honey is 
capped.  When all's well, I 

remove brace comb from between the supers, to make 
carrying them home in the car much cleaner.  Then, to clear 
the bees, I put the full supers on the hive over a clearer board 
for 1 - 3 days (at least two Porter escapes, or even better one 
of the plastic tunnel be-escape traps) and a (nearly?) empty 
super beneath to take the bees.  

But, don"t forget to make sure your colony will still have 
sufÞcient stores for a few weeks after the honey has been 
removed and before autumn feeding is due.

Lifting & Carrying.

Full supers are extremely heavy, so !Mind Your Back!"  Watch 
how you lift supers, how you carry them, and how far you 
carry them.  Thornes in Windsor have stocked !back support 
belts" which you could buy if your back is a little suspect, or 
you Þnd lifting difÞcult.  Alternatively, you could work on the 
!little & often" principle, by moving individual frames one at a 
time: but if you opt for this, prepare to get sticky!  For further 

advice swot up by reading the six 
excellent articles "Bee kind to your 
back" by Sarah Weaver in 
Beecraft, March Ð August 2002.  

I try to bring the full supers home 
as soon as possible after putting 

on the clearer boards - no more than a 
couple of days.  That way the honey 
stays warm, and is then much more ßuid 
to extract. The operations of taking the 
full supers off, and putting wet extracted 
supers back, should be done in the 
evening: then the colonies have an 
overnight period to return to an un-
excited state of behaviour.  

Getting organised & extracting

Once home, my supers are stacked on 
trolley boards which have castors at the 
corners.  It makes moving them around 
much easier!   I have at least one board 
for full supers and another for extracted 
ones.  Process the supers as soon as 
possible after you have brought them 
back from the hives.  Even a few 
degrees temperature drop makes for a 
large increase in honey viscosity.  The 
colder the more viscous (thicker) it is 

and more honey gets left in the combs after extracting.  You're 
supposed only to extract capped honey: but a small 
proportion of very viscous uncapped honey shouldn't cause 
problems.  Test uncapped honey by shaking the combs.  
Unripe honey will be low viscosity and fall easily from the 
comb.  Ripe, viscous honey will stay put.  The recent 

Members off IBRA are now eligible for reduced 
subscription of the re-launched "bee world" 

magazine,
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prolonged dry weather ought to mean that uncapped areas 
are more likely to be due to nectar ßow cessation before the 
cells are full, so such uncapped honey will be ripe.   

Filtering.

Extracted honey will Þlter much faster while it's still warm, so 
Þlter it as soon after extracting as possible.  Put the honey into 
a ripener (honey tank) for a day or two, to allow air bubbles to 
clear.  Rape honey should be put into buckets to granulate, 
and then be re-melted later.  In jars rape honey sets very 
hard, and usually has bad frosting.  Honey for sale has to look 
appetising, as well as taste good.  Such Customer 
requirements must be met!

Decapping.

Most of the !old hand" beekeepers will uncap frames using an 
uncapping knife, but there are other techniques that might be 
worth considering.  Some members use a hot air paint 
stripping gun for de-capping combs and Þnd them excellent: 
the cappings pop-melt instantly: it makes a sticky process 
much cleaner, and won"t harm the honey.  However, each time 
I"ve tried it I got hot liquid beeswax blown about a bit, which is 
very messy.  Another technique some people use is a spiky 
!uncapping roller", but I"ve found this signiÞcantly slower than 
an uncapping knife, and very messy.  It would probably work 
well with Heather honey though.  

What to do with Supers.

There are two contrasting techniques for what to do with the 
supers after extracting.  1. To put them back on the bees.  2. 
To store them honey wet.  If you choose the former, give all 
the colonies in the apiary wet supers to clean, or a small feed.  
This puts them all at a similar state of alert and excitement 
and reduces the risk of robbing.  I would then leave the wet 
supers on the colonies for a few days, then clear them down 
again, and remove them for storage.  BUT option 2, the 
alternative methodology is to extract the supers and store 
them honey-wet, without putting them back on the hive.  This 
has the reputation of being a much better method for 
controlling Wax Moth; and is now my standard routine.  It 
works well; although the honey absorbs moisture and will 
ferment and drip a bit.  In the Bee Shed, a few  drips don"t 
cause many problems Ð and are soon cleaned up by visiting 
ants.  The supers are stacked on Trolley Boards, covered by a 
plywood square, and then strapped together, so they can 
easily be moved.   It took me years to get to this methodology!  

Finally, don"t forget to put some honey to one side for Honey 
Shows, such as we have had at our AGM evenings, or the 
Bucks classes at the National Honey Show.  The more entries 
the better!  Plenty of members will willingly give some 
guidance if you're new to this. That's all for this month.  I hope 
you get a honey crop!

Seasonal Extras 

We are now in the main ÒSummer Nectar FlowÓ period: and 
the weather conditions in the next month will be crucial to your 
crop of honey.  This !main ßow" usually lasts through July, and 
then tails off rapidly in early August.  The end is usually 
around when the Old Man"s Beard (wild Clematis) starts to 
ßower.  Then it"s dribs and drabs coming in until the Ivy 
ßowers in the autumn.  The 
recent hot dry weather has 
probably brought ßowering 
times forward by around two 
weeks, perhaps more: but here 
are some indicators of what 
ßowers your bees have been 
working.  
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Lime trees give honey with a taste of mint, and have pale mid-
chrome yellow pollen; and also produce copious amounts of 
aphid honeydew: but their ßowering period is probably already 
over.  Brambles are worked well for nectar and also their pale 
grey-green (whiteish) pollen load could be ßowering strongly 
until late this month.  On warm days, White Clover gives a 
light honey of excellent ßavour and pale browny-yellow pollen.  
Rosebay Willowherb gives a high fructose nectar and a darker 
grey green (perhaps blueish) pollen.  Honey with a large 
Willowherb content is pale 
in colour, granulates slowly 
and so can produce large 
crunchy crystals.  

But, if we were to get a 
prolonged wet spell, or 
continuing drought, take 
care the colonies don"t 
starve as they wait for the 
nectar ßow to start!  

Finally, don"t forget to 
make a little time to sit 
beside the hive: watch, 
wonder, relax, listen and 
perhaps appreciate the 
aroma of the hive, brought 
to you by fanning bees.

Wasps

I"ve heard that Wasps are 
already getting to be a 
nuisance (not the rugby 
variety).$ In particular, 
causing problems to small 
colonies.$ They will be 
interested in bee colonies 
from two angles: free 
honey and free meaty 
meals for their grubs.$ For 
meat, they catch bees, kill 
them, then chop out the 
thorax, discard the rest and 
ßy away back to the nest: 
then come back for more.$ 
If wasps are prospecting 
your colonies, make sure 
the entrances are small: with a mesh ßoor, ventilation won"t be 

a problem.$ Then, make some old 
fashioned !fermenting jam solution wasp 
traps" and put several of them in your 
apiary.$ These are jam jars with a small 
(~8 mm?) hole in the lid and some 
sugary water inside that will emit a 
boozy smell as it ferments Ð a piece of 
over-ripe fruit added makes sure this 
will happen.$ The wasps are attracted by 
the smell, enter the jar, fall in and 
drown.$ They are surprisingly effective 
and can catch good numbers of wasps.

Beekeepers and the public

This is the busiest time of year for beekeepers as we add, 
remove the supers, extract the honey and start planning for 
winter. It also coincides with peak levels of interest from our 
public. Here are some reßections on these activities recently.

Early June saw me sending urgent emails to Sylvia 
Chamberlin asking for her resources  to meet a an invitation 
from the Bucks County Council Schools Department to 

become involved with this 
year"s Primary School 
Science Conference. This 
was an opportunity to 
meet with around 60 
primary school teachers 
from all over the county. 
On the day, Millie Messum 
and I hastily put together 
boards and other bits and 
pieces supplied by Sylvia 
who was also able to join 
us for the day. Our display 
was greeted 
enthusiastically by both 
the organisers and the 
teachers and we managed 
to sell a few CDs of ÒBees 
in the CurriculumÓ We 
have been invited back for 
next year. I shall report on 
this event to the County 
Association as other 
neighbouring beekeeping 
associations have some 
involvement in school 
activities and it is good to 
involve them too. New  
members of our 
Association may not be 
aware that the ÒBees in 
the CurriculumÓ project 
now listed as a resource 
on the BBKA website was 
pioneered by Sylvia and 
Raymond Chamberlin in 
the 1990s and even won a 
Silver Medal at Apimondia 

in Canada in 1999. If you have not seen this resource, ask to 
see one at one of our meetings.

How to cope with the public"s interest in bumble bees and 
other related species was a topic for discussion at a recent 
committee meeting, because we have been inundated with 
calls for advice about this.  We concluded that we must 
concentrate on reassuring the callers that these bees do not 
pose a threat in any way, unless the nest is perilously close to 
something like a children"s play area. In general this response 
brings relief to the caller, as usually, they do not want the bees 
to come to harm.

Gardeners World Live Exhibition.  Late June saw me heading 
up to the NEC in Birmingham for a couple of days to help out 
at their exhibition. The BBKA stall was a very attractive

The advice of experienced beekeepers is that beekeeping takes about two hours a 
week per hive, concentrated in the ÔseasonÕ, April to October.

A bit of history

In 1874 Thomas Cowan and Charles Abbot founded the 
British Beekeepers Association and in the same year, Abbot 
(who clearly had a lot of spare time on his hands) was a key 
person in the development of a honey show at the !Crystal 
Palace" in London.  Honey shows became regular events 
there. The Crystal Palace was an amazing building made 
from cast iron and glass, more than a third of a mile long, 
over 100 feet high and had a footprint of almost 100,000 
square feet.  It was originally built in Hyde Park to house the 
Great Exhibition of 1851. This was one of the Þrst World 
Fairs, promoting culture and industry.  After the exhibition, the 
whole building was dismantled and moved to Sydenham Hill 
in south London where it 
remained until 1936 when 
it was destroyed by Þre.

The National Honey Show 
we know today began in 
1923 when Kent and 
Surrey BKA"s, who had 
held two joint shows at 
Crystal Palace in 1921 
and 1922, decided to 
make the show a national 
event. Unfortunately the 
1936 Þre destroyed all the 
show equipment. The 
organisers had to start 
from scratch as someone 
forgot to check the 
insurance policy and there 
was no cover!  As the 
show grew, more space 
was required and in 
recent times it has moved 
to a variety of locations in 
and around London. 
Every year the show 
benches are packed with 
the very best examples of 
our craft and a walk 
around them is an instant 
education. Want to know 
what chunk honey should 
look like? Want to see 
how perfect a block of 
wax can be? This is the 
place. Competition is 
tough. Entries come 
mainly from UK but many classes are open to the world and 
the world"s best ship in their honey and wax.  Anyone who 
wins an open class can be sure that their work is of the very 
highest standard.

This year the show will be bigger than ever. The trade stands 
will all be together in a brightly lit hall and there will be a 
proper lecture theatre with tiered seating. A full programme of 

! workshops and lectures with world class speakers will run 
during the show and there will be a wide selection of 
equipment and books to buy.

New beekeepers get in free!

If you are new to beekeeping and joined your local 
association after 1st August 2009 you can get into the 
National Honey Show free!  To get your free ticket you need 
to ask your association secretary to apply on your behalf to 
the NHS General Secretary.  Your secretary will need to 
supply your name, address and your email address if you 
have one. The NHS is run entirely by volunteers. Using email 
helps simplify the administration. The cut off date for 
applications is 31st July so get that application in now!
